CAR PARKING
POLICY
Wodonga West Primary School

Rationale:

· The parking of cars and other vehicles in and around the school grounds is a daily necessity, but also raises a number of safety and traffic issues that must be well managed.
Aims:

· To ensure that car and vehicle parking in and around the school grounds is orderly, safe and in accordance with the law.
Implementation:

· At all times, the Principal authorises who, when and where cars and other vehicles park in the school grounds.
· The parking of any vehicle (unless authorised) inside the school grounds at the start of school hours and the end of school hours is prohibited.
· The staff car park is for use by staff members only and will be clearly signposted as such.
· In return, the on-street parking will not be used by Staff.
· No person other than a staff member is to drive a vehicle onto the school grounds without prior approval from the school Principal.
· Childcare parents are able to access the car park prior to 8am and after 4pm to drop off and pick up students.
· There are 3 designated car spaces to park for holders of Disability stickers which must be displayed in the front windscreen.
· Parents or visitors (who are unauthorised by the Principal) who park in the staff carpark will be reminded of the need to park elsewhere.  Habitual offenders will be issued with a formal letter outlining the school’s car parking arrangements.
· All on street parking will be clearly signposted and School Council will seek cooperation from the local municipal council in ensuring that on-street parking has appropriate time zones applied.
· School Council will encourage frequent visitation from local Parking Enforcement Officers to ensure compliance with parking regulations.
· Staff members will not approach members of the community who are parking inappropriately outside the school grounds.
· Proper and safe parking practices will be a regular feature in the school newsletter.
· Damage to vehicles parked on school grounds is generally not covered by the Department of Education and Early Childhood Insurance.
 Evaluation:

· This policy will be reviewed as part of the school’s three-year review cycle, or after any significant incident.
